Mr. St. John stated that there have been some protests regarding the highway department’s plan to pave Featherbed Lane.  Mr. St. John stated that the board referred a SUP application for a dog boarding operation to the ZBA.  Mr. St. John stated that the Shea SUP was granted by the ZBA and they will be holding a public hearing on the Kondrat application next month.

Mr. Wilkinson stated that the Board can vote on the minutes next month as a draft was not available for the meeting.

SUBDIVISION APPLICATIONS and LOT LINE CHANGES
ELLMS/NORTHEAST (237.-1-33.111 and -33.12 and -33.2)
Dave Bogardus appeared before the Board.

Mr. Bogardus stated that he is appearing on behalf of the applicants.  Mr. Bogardus stated that there are three properties owned by the Ellms family on Charlton Road.  Mr. Bogardus showed the first property owned by Moon Barn, LLC located at 488 Charlton Road, the second property owned by the DiPaola’s located at 478 Charlton Road and the third property owned by Sally Ellms located at 468 Charlton Road.  Mr. Bogardus stated that the proposal is to decrease the property located at 488 Charlton Road from 8.910 acres to 3.562 acres, change the lot lines on the property located at 478 Charlton Road so that it decreases by 0.133 acres but with the change to the lot lines it will become 2.456 acres and to increase the property located at 468 Charlton Road from 47 acres to 52 acres.  Mr. Bogardus stated that there is no proposed construction.  Mr. Bogardus stated that the purpose is to increase the farm parcel acreage.
Mr. Wilkinson questioned if the property located at 488 Charlton Road met the mean lot width requirement.

Mr. Bogardus stated that it is over 250 feet in the back.

Mr. Wilkinson stated that the board is required to send the application to the Saratoga County Planning Board for comment since the properties are located on a County Road and in the Agricultural District.

Ms. Szurek asked that the septic and leech field for the property located at 478 Charlton Road be shown.

Mr. Bogardus stated that was fine.

Mr. Wilkinson stated that the standard notes need to be added to the drawings.

Mr. Wilkinson polled the board about waiving the public hearing, engineering review, park fees and application fees.

The Board unanimously agreed to waive all of the above.

Mr. Wilkinson made the motion to waive the public hearing, engineering review, park fees and application fees.  Mr. Riedinger seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Mr. Wilkinson stated that this is a Type II action relative to SEQRA making it exempt from SEQRA review.

Mr. Wilkinson asked Mrs. York to refer the application to the Saratoga County Planning Board.
