Subdivision Applications and Lot Line Changes 
Ellms and Northeast (237.-1-33.111 and -33.12 and 33.2)
Mr. Wilkinson stated that this is an application for a lot line change to give some land back to the homestead parcel.

Mr. Wilkinson stated that the board could waive the fees, engineering review and the public hearing if so inclined.
